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Hoan, Han’s twin brother, learned 
about Divine Word College from 
his cousin Binh. “When I said I was 
interested in becoming a priest, he told 
me all about it,” Hoan explains. “I always 
have a great feeling when I help people 
out, so I think that missionary life is right 
for me.” And having family here at DWC 
has made the transition to college life 
easier. “When you are going away from 
home for the fi rst time in your life,” Hoan 
adds, “it is good to have someone that 
you know there with you.”

Being twins has both its pros and 
cons for Han and Hoan. “I can say that 
he is my right hand man,” Han remarks 
about his twin brother. “Th ere are times 
when we don’t get along, and I worry 
about him or feel stressed to have him 
around. But in the end, I am glad that 
he is at the college.” Han feels that his 
brother knows him the best. “Because he 
is my brother, he is always willing to do 
something for me even if others refuse.”

On his part, Hoan feels that having 
a twin can be a “weird” experience – they 
are two people who oft en seem like one 
and who get mistaken for one another. 
“If one of us does badly, the other gets 
blamed for it too…so it is best to not do 
anything bad!” And though it might be 
weird, Hoan adds, “It is also fun. And 
since we have known each other from 
birth, it is easier to talk to one another.”

Binh feels grateful that his brother 
and cousins are with him, studying at 
the same place. “Th ey remind me of the 
family I have. I’ve been away from home 
for many years, and now, besides friends, 
I have family to relate to. By being here, 
they bring a little bit of family to my 
college life.” Being the oldest and most 
experienced student in his family circle 
at Divine Word College means added 
responsibility. “I try to be a good role 
model for them,” Binh says. “Since they 
look up to me, I set a good example and 
hope they will see that and become good 
role models themselves for others.”

His younger brother Tony says, “I 
see Binh as a role model, going to Mass 
everyday and not being lazy – as I knew 
he once used to be!” Tony feels that “the 
relationship we have with each other is 
growing closer and closer.” But when it 
comes to encouragement from Binh, 
he adds, “Sometimes it’s not enough – 
sometimes I think he is trying to let me 
learn on my own!”

Hoan feels that it’s an advantage 
to have a family 
member who is an 
upperclassman at 
college – one who 
can pass on the 
“inside information” 
about school that 
makes adjusting 
to seminary life 
easier!  Han 
confi rms this, 
adding: “We 
all encourage 
each other, 
but if I don’t 
understand 
something, I 
go ask Binh. 
He gives me 
guidance.”  
But sometimes, 
Han clarifi es, Binh’s advice 
might be: “Dude! Stop slacking off !” 

All in all, the Nguyen brothers 
and cousins at Divine Word College 
are happy to have family here, learning 
together and helping one another. “Th ere 
are just some times that you need a family 
member, not a friend,” Hoan emphasizes. 
“Th ose are the times that I really thank 
God for giving me three family members 
at Divine Word College.”

Endowed Scholarships 
         Perpetually endowed scholarships at Divine Word College assist seminarians with educational expenses. A scholarship is 
considered perpetually endowed when it reaches a value of $100,000.

Typically, a scholarship with a value of $100,000 provides scholarships of $2,300 for three seminarians annually. The donor 
works with our college President and the Vice President for Development in determining the criteria for selecting recipients of 
their award. 

The principal amount that establishes a perpetual scholarship at Divine Word College is never invaded. Each year scholarships 
are awarded from interest income that has been generated by the fund.
